Devoted to Doctrine 
 

Take heed to yourself and to the doctrine. Continue in them, for in doing this you will save both 

yourself and those who hear you (1 Timothy 4:16). 
     
  John Robinson was a Puritan preacher in early seventeenth-century England.  They left  the 

state-sponsored Anglican Church (Church of England) over doctrinal differences.  As persecu-

tion and pressure rose against Separatists in England, Robinson left his homeland with a congre-

gation of believers and settled in Leyden, Holland, where religious freedom was allowed. 
    In 1619, Robinson and the church elders decided to send thirty-five members of the congrega-

tion to the New World, America, to establish a community based on religious freedom.   

The Mayflower brought them to the shores of America on December 21, 1620 (along with sixty-

six others who were not part of the congregation). From the dock in Leyden, Robinson told the 

departing flock, "I am verily persuaded the Lord hath more truth and light yet to break forth 

from His Holy Word." 

    John Robinson died in Holland before being able to join the Plymouth community in America.  

But his challenge to the church lives on: remain true to God's Word in spite of personal cost and 

hardship.  Truth compromised is truth denied. 

    In Acts 20, Paul exhorted the elders in Ephesus to watch for false teachers: 28"Be on guard for 

yourselves and for all the flock, among which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to shep-

herd the church of God which He purchased with His own blood. 29I know that after my depar-

ture savage wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock; 30and from among your own 

selves men will arise, speaking perverse things, to draw away the disciples after them. 31 There-

fore be on the alert, remembering that night and day for a period of three years I did not cease 

to admonish each one with tears.” 
       
    Someone has rightly said, “Peace is not to be purchased by the sacrifice of truth.”    May the 

Lord’s church in Goldthwaite always be known as a people who stand firmly on the truth of 

God’s Word.
