
 

Heirs of Salvation 
 

An heir  is “one who inherits or is entitled to inherit property” (Webster’s Seventh New Colle-
giate Dictionary).  Several things are involved in being an heir: (1 )   the benefactor, (2) the 

diath of the benefactor, (3) the will, (4) the inheritance, and (6) entitlement as an heir.  What 
do we know about the last will and testament of our benefactor, the Lord Jesus Christ?     
 

When was His will activated?   We know that Christ’s will was not in force until He died. 
“for where there is a testament, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator.  For 
a testament is in force after men are dead, since it has no power at all while the testator 
lives” (Hebrews 9:16,17).  The New Testament (will) of Jesus Christ was activated at His 

death when He made sacrifice for us and nailed the Old Law to the cross (Colossians 
2:13,14).     
 

What is our inheritance? Heaven!  The new covenant brings “the promise of eternal inheri-
tance” (Hebrews 9:15)   Peter beautifully described it as “an inheritance  incorruptible and 
undefiled and that does not fade away, reserved in heaven for you”  (I Peter 1:4)   We want 
to be “the heirs of promise.”   “heirs of the kingdom” (Hebrews 6:17, James 2:5)  
 

What must we do to obtain this inheritance?  Good question!    First, we must be “in” 
Christ.  “in Him we have obtained an inheritance, being predestined according to the purpose 

of Him who works all things according to the counsel of His will”  (Ephesians 1:11).  And 
how do we get “into” Christ?  Paul answered, “For you are all sons of God through faith in 

Christ Jesus.  For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ” (Galatians 

3:26,27).  In this text Paul went  on to explain that being “in Christ” makes us “heirs accord-
ing to the promise” (verses 28,29).  Consider this (1)  When we are “born of water and the

Philemon 1:10-21 (KJV) 

 

10I beseech thee for my son Onesimus, whom I have begotten in my bonds: 
 11Which in time past was to thee unprofitable, but now profitable to thee and to me: 

 12Whom I have sent again: thou therefore receive him, that is, mine own bowels: 
 13Whom I would have retained with me, that in thy stead he might have ministered unto 

me in the bonds of the gospel: 
 14But without thy mind would I do nothing; that thy benefit should not be as it were of 

necessity, but willingly. 

 15For perhaps he therefore departed for a season, that thou shouldest receive him for 
ever; 

 16Not now as a servant, but above a servant, a brother beloved, specially to me, but 
how much more unto thee, both in the flesh, and in the Lord? 

 17If thou count me therefore a partner, receive him as myself. 
 18If he hath wronged thee, or oweth thee ought, put that on mine account; 

 19I Paul have written it with mine own hand, I will repay it: albeit I do not say to thee 
how thou owest unto me even thine own self besides. 

 20Yea, brother, let me have joy of thee in the Lord: refresh my bowels in the Lord. 

 21Having confidence in thy obedience I wrote unto thee, knowing that thou wilt also do 
more than I say.

Spirit” (John 3:5), I.e. baptized into Christ, 

we become children of God, we become 

heirs of God? “The Spirit Himself bears wit-
ness with our spirit that we are the children 

of God, and if children then heirs—heirs of 

God and  joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we 
suffer with Him, that we may also be glori-

fied together (Romans 8:16,17).  

Is anything else required? Yes! Second, 

we cannot be delinquent children.  We must 

comply with the terms of His will.  In a 
word, we must be “faithful.”  We must be 

“qualified” to be “partakers of the inheri-

tance of the saints in light” (Colossians 
1:12).  We must “receive forgiveness of 

sins” and be “sanctified by faith” to receive 
the inheritance (Acts 26:28).  We must be 

“justified by His grace” to “become heirs ac-
cording to the hope of eternal life” (Titus 

3:7).  We must ”serve the Lord Jesus” to 
“receive the reward of the inheri-

tance” (Colossians 3:24).  We cannot live 

in sin and expect to receive the inheritance.  
“For this you know, that no fornicator, un-

clean person, nor covetous man , who is an 
idolater, has any inheritance in the kingdom 

of Christ and God (Ephesians 5:5).   

Are you an heir of God?  You must follow 

His word, i.e. meet the terms of His will, to 
go to heaven?  “So now, brethren, I com-

mend you to God and to the word of His 
grace, which is able to build you up and give 

you an inheritance among all those who are
