FINDING REST FOR OUR SOULS

Not every week is as busy as one I had last week. But it was a busy one.... Funerals, lunches, nurs-
ing homes, radio shows, football games, sermons to write... rewrite. .. rehearse, classes to prepare,
books to read, visits to make, bulletin articles to write, lawns to mow, cards and letters to mail, eulo-
gies to write, families to meet with....

And, as many of you warned me would be the case, some of the nights since Amber’s passing have
been pretty long. The thoughts that can be conjured up at 2 o’clock in the morning are amazing.

There are times when I say, “Man, I need some rest.” Maybe you can relate to that.

After creation, God rested. Why? Because He needed rest? No. God rested to give us an example.
How many times in the gospels do we see Jesus go off to a quiet place to be alone ... and to get
some rest. Jesus knew what it was like to burn the candle at both ends—to be so in demand that it
was hard to find time to get away from it all and rest. After one particularly long day of preaching
to the multitudes, Jesus fell asleep on a boat. And even the gale-force winds and choppy waves
couldn’t wake Him up!

Our Good Shepherd understands the need for rest. Without rest, the sheep cannot develop and grow.
And when we are so busy or so preoccupied that we don’t rest, the Shepherd will sometimes make
us lie down ... so we can rest.

We say, “One day when the kids are grown, I’ll get some rest” or “When I have black ink in my
bank account, I can rest” or “When I settle down and get married, then I’1l rest.”

No. The only one who can bring you true rest is Jesus Christ. He came to give you rest! “Come to
Me, all who are weary and heavy-laden, and I will give you rest. Take My yoke upon you and learn
from Me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls” (Matt. 11:28-
29).
