Like the wealthy man in the  story above, too many people realize—

and much too late I might add—that riches will not profit in the day of judgment. ”For 

what will it profit a man if he gains the whole world, and loses his own soul! Or what will 

a man give in exchange for his soul!” (Mark *:36-37).  What would you give in exchange 

four your spiritual livelihood! 

The wealthy man in the aforementioned story failed to realize that “godliness with content-

ment is great gain. For we brought nothing into this world, and it is certain we can carry 

nothing out.  And having food and clothing, with these we shall be content” (I Tim.6:10). 

The key is that we spend our time trying to “be better” instead of trying to be “better off”

1 Peter 4:1-11 

 1 Therefore, since Christ suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves also with the same mind, for he who has 

suffered in the flesh has ceased from sin, 2 that he no longer should live the rest of his time in the flesh for the 

lusts of men, but for the will of God. 3 For we have spent enough of our past lifetime in doing the will of the 

Gentiles—when we walked in lewdness, lusts, drunkenness, revelries, drinking parties, and abominable idola-

tries. 4 In regard to these, they think it strange that you do not run with them in the same flood of dissipation, 

speaking evil of you. 5 They will give an account to Him who is ready to judge the living and the dead. 6 For this 

reason the gospel was preached also to those who are dead, that they might be judged according to men in the 

flesh, but live according to God in the spirit. 

 7 But the end of all things is at hand; therefore be serious and watchful in your prayers. 8 And above all things 

have fervent love for one another, for “love will cover a multitude of sins.” 9 Be hospitable to one another with-

out grumbling. 10 As each one has received a gift, minister it to one another, as good stewards of the manifold 

grace of God. 11 If anyone speaks, let him speak as the oracles of God. If anyone ministers, let him do it as with 

the ability which God supplies, that in all things God may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom belong the 

glory and the dominion forever and ever.
