
 

Prove The Truth 

 

Can you be a Christian in name only?  Of course you can, but we should want  to be 

genuine.  Are there tangible ways to prove that we are authentic?  Yes, we can prove 

what we are by our behavior.  For example, we can prove we are genuine Christians by 

this,  “But prove yourselves doers of the word, and  not merely hearers who delude them-

selves” (James 1:22).  We are to prove ourselves and we do it by obeying the word of 

God.  James gives us two examples. “If anyone thinks himself to be religious, and yet 

does not bridle his tongue but deceives his own heart, this man’s religion is worthless.  

This is pure and undefiled religion in the sight of our God and Father, to fisti orphans and 

widows in their distress, and to keep one unstained by the world” (James  1:26-27).  The 

proof the Lord is making progress in our ives is revealed by the words we use, how will-

ing we are to meet the needs of the less fortunate, andhow we do not allow the sinful as-

pects of life to lead us into sinful living. 

Second, the apostle Paul writes, “Do all thing without grumbling or disputing; so that 

you will prove yourselves to be blaneless and innocent, children of God above reproach 

in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation, among whom you appear as lights  in 

the world” (Phil. 2:14-15).  Paul states by not grumbling and complaining we may prove 

ourselves blameless as innocent children of light.  Think about it, what better way to 

prove we are “the real deal” by not grumbling and complaining?  What better way to

prove the Lord is making a difference in your life?  Complaining seems to come natural for 

most of us; for that reason when we refuse to complain, it demonstrates something unique 

about us.  
  

Third, the proof that we are reaching maturity is how we strive to overcome our temptations.  

I understand from Scripture and from my own experiences. Temptation is common to man.  

What about the Lord Jesus, did He experience temptation? “For we do not have a high priest 

who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but one who has bee tempted in all things as we 

are, yet without sin” (Hebrews 4:15).  Thus we know temptation is not sin.  What creates 

temptations?  “Let no one say when he is tempted, I am being tempted by God for God cannot 

be tempted by evil, and He Himself does not tempt anyone.  But each one is tempted when he 

carried away and enticed by his own lust” (James 1:13-14).  The source of our temptation is 

our own desire.  For example, the devil can use our desire for one another as a source of 

temptation.  A man pauses to admire a woman’s beauty, which is natural and normal.  The 

problem, if he pauses to admire too long, he is inviting the devil to use his desire against him.  

We must be careful and cautious. 

 

I know very little about fishing or fish IQ, but I have my doubts that a fish would not go for a 

hook without bait. The devil uses our desires as bait to commit sin.  The proof that I am mak-

ing spiritual progress is when, with the Lord’s help, I am overcoming my temptations. 

 

Paul writes, “No temptation has overtaken you but such as is common to man; and God is 

faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able to endure it” (I Cor. 

10:13).  The Lord will provide a way of escape, if we only look for it. 

 

Think about this; if we were accused of being Christians, would there be enough evidence to 

convict  us?
