The church in America is shrinking. The number of men, women and children in the pews has
dipped to the lowest level since a comprehensive effort to count members began in 1980, according
to the 2009 edition of Churches of Christ in the United States.

In the newly released directory, 21st Century Christian identifies 12,629 a cappella Churches of
Christ with 1,578,281 adherents nationwide. Those figures represent 526 fewer churches and
78,436 fewer people in the pews than just six years ago.

Yet, living in darkness, in ignorance of the Gospel’s coming events, they through faith subdued kingdoms, worked
righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions, quenched the violence of fire, escaped the edge of the
sword, out of weakness were made strong, became valiant in battle, turned to flight the armies of the aliens. Others
were tortured, not accepting deliverance, that they might obtain a better resurrection. Still others had trial of mockings
and scourgings, yes, and of chains and imprisonment. They were stoned, they were sawn in two, were tempted, were
slain with the sword. They wandered about in sheepskins and goatskins, being destitute, afflicted, tormented, of whom
the world was not worthy. They wandered in deserts and mountains, in dens and caves of the earth. And yet all these,
having obtained a good testimony through faith, did not receive the promise (Hebrews 11:33-39)—that is, they lived
in darkness. They never knew the mystery of the Gospel of Jesus.
